I'll be calling  you to 
discuss  that  further.  Thank you again for the opportunity to serve!ò  Angel is now serving both clients on a monthly basis! 
 

     Matt signed up on-line to become a Love INC volunteer.  He was looking for an opportunity to serve.  He lives in the Ft. Mill area, 
but was willing to drive into Charlotte to serve others. Our Teams Ministry Coordinator asked him about taking an elderly client to do 
her shopping once a month and he agreed right away.

Through  a   mutual connection, Laurin Austin, our Teams Ministry Coordinator, 
was able to talk with Jen about adopting Mr. Klima, who was waiting on a LINC 
Team from our Adopt an Elder or Disabled Person Ministry. After several weeks 
of looking, Jen was not able to find any other families to come alongside hers in 
serving Mr. Klima.

On one occasion, they planned 
a menu for a meal,  went grocery shopping for the items to prepare it and then gave Pam cooking lessons on how to make the main course, 
ñsalmon pattiesò.  Pam was so thrilled that she had learned to make the patties, she was thanking Love INC and praising the Lord for bring-
ing people in her life who care about her.  The volunteers not only ministered to Pam, but also learned important life skills they needed in the 
future. 
 

     Later in July 2013, she was placed with Karen, from Uptown Church, along with her five children to serve her until school started in the 
fall.  As we continued to look for a permanent team, God was clearly working in the life of Pam as well as Karenôs family.  Karen called to 
report on volunteering with her children at the end of the summer.  She said, ñIt was wonderful.ò Pam wants to adopt Karenôs family and said 
ñThey were pennies from heaven.ò  Pam was very thankful that God provided a wonderful family to help her.  Karen said, ñThank you for 
ushering our family through this wonderful opportunity and making this new friendship possible.ò 
 

     Today, Pam does not have a LINC Team. She has re-connected with her church family at Third Presbyterian which offers her much 
needed fellowship and services.  Pam is now doing very well and is getting around Charlotte using public transportation.
